To Charge the Battery:

To Reconnect the Battery:

1. Locate the searchlight (4) in the packaging.

2. Insert the searchlight into the slot near the left door.
3. Gently push until it clicks into place.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 for the megaphone (5).

. Use a Phillips head screwdriver to remove the screw on the battery

compartment of the steering wheel (2).

. Insert two AA batteries into the battery compartment (batteries not

Replace cover and use the screwdriver to fasten.

Locate the steering wheel screw (14.1) and steering wheel nut (14.2)
from the blister box.

Slide the steering wheel onto the steering rod. (Note: ensure that the
steering rod is pulled up through the dashboard all the way).

Align the holes on the steering wheel with the holes on the steering rod.

Slide the steering wheel screw through the left side of the steering
wheel and steering rod.

Fasten the nut to the end of the screw and tighten the screw with a
screwdriver.

Power: Push the red power button to turn on the car. The power light will turn on
when the car is on. Press the power switch again to turn off the car.
Forward/Reverse: Push the shifter up to move forward. Pull the shifter down to go
in reverse.

Foot Pedal: Press the foot pedal down to go. Release the foot pedal to stop. The
headlights will turn on when the foot pedal is pressed.

MP3: Insert the MP3 cable (5) into the MP3 jack and connect to your device. The
car must be turned on to use.

Sounds: Press the left and right steering wheel buttons for horn and engine
sounds.

Siren and Emergency Lights: Press the siren button for siren sounds and
emergency lights. Press the button to turn off the sounds and lights.

Battery Life Indicator: Green, Yellow, & Red Lights: Battery is fully charged.
Yellow & Red Lights: Battery level is low. Red Light: Battery power is lower than
5.5V, and the battery must be recharged

Loudspeaker: Slide the microphone out of the holster. Press the yellow button on
the left side and speak into the microphone.

Important Battery and Charger Information

Only an adult who has read and understands the safety warnings may
handle and operate the battery and battery charger. Keep away from
children.

Charge the battery for 24 hours before using the vehicle for the first
time.

Recharge the battery immediately after each use. Charge for at least
8-12 hours, but no more than 20 hours.

Charge the battery at least once a month, even if the vehicle is not used
or stored.

Never leave the battery in a discharged condition.

Connect the terminal of the battery and charger, then plug the charger
into a 120V AC outlet.

It is normal for the charger to heat slightly. If the charger rises above
71°C / 160°F, disconnect the charger and call Customer Service for
assistance.

Keep the charger away from water or excessive moisture to prevent
short-circuiting.

Only use the charger specified with the original item. Do not charge the
battery with any other charger.

Do not attempt to recharge non-rechargeable batteries with the original
charger.

Do not replace the battery with any other battery, or the warranty
will be voided. If you need a replacement battery, see Page 24 for
replacement information.

Remove damaged batteries from the car immediately. Recycle or
dispose of the used batteries responsibly.

Do not short circuit the supply terminals.

Do not leave the battery connected in the vehicle for extended periods
of time when the vehicle is not being used. Disconnect the battery
connector from the engine connector before storing.

The vehicle is equipped with a thermal fuse to protect the electric
circuit. If the vehicle cuts out, turn the vehicle off and on to reset.



Regularly inspect all vehicle parts to ensure they are in good working
condition.

Regularly inspect the charger, cord, plug, and other related parts for
damage.

Remove any damaged parts and immediately contact Customer Service
for replacement parts. See Service information on Page 24.

DO NOT operate the vehicle if there are any damaged parts.

Carefully clean the vehicle with a damp cloth and mild soap. Do not
get water in or near any electrical parts. Do not wash the vehicle with a
hose.

Store the vehicle indoors or use a tarp to cover it. Keep away from
stoves, heaters, or other sources of heat.
